» If you use soldering for the installation of the faucet, the
seats, cartridges and washers will have to be removed
before using flame. Otherwise, the warranty will be void
on these parts.

» Protect your eyes with safety glasses when cutting or
soldering water supply lines.

« Coveryourdrain to avoid losing parts.

Important Points

Prior to beginning installation, turn off the cold and hot
water lines and turn on the old faucet 1o release built-up
pressure. When installing your new faucet, turn the
connector nuts finger tight, then use a wrench to anchor
the fitting and a second wrench to tighten the nut one
additional turn. Connections that are too tight can
compromise the integrity of the system. Wrap all threaded
connections with teflon tape. Always wrap in a clockwise
direction.

Step 1-5

Shut off the water supplies before installation. Remove
the current faucet and clean and dry the sink surface

the new faucet will be installed on.

Remove clip (#31) to take down brass valve
body (#29), unscrew lock nut (#22) and
washer (#21) from underneath.

Place silicone sealant beneath the spout
flange (#13) and install through the second
hole from the left of the bathtub (See diagram).
Please Note: Don’t forget to position the

o-ring (#14) under the spout flange (#13).

Installation with hand-held shower:
Attach gasket assembly (#21) and lock nut (#22)

from the bottom.

Please Note: Please assemble in numerical order.

Tighten but do not over tighten. Use a phillips
screwdriver to tighten the 3-screws (#8) on the
lock nut (#22). See diagram for visual.

Install brass valve body (#29) and insert clip (#31).

For installation without hand-held shower:
Insert ring (#48) onto the groove of diverter
core (#28). Attach gasket assembly (#21)
and lock nut (#22) form the bottom.

Please Note: Please assemble in numerical order.
Tighten but do not over tighten. Use a phillips
screwdriver to tighten the 3-screws (#8) on the
lock nut (#22). See diagram for visual.

Apply teflon tape on threads of plug (#36) ina
clockwise direction, and screw it onto brass
valve body (#29). And tighten it with wrench
Install brass valve body (#29) and insert

clip (#31).

Trouble-Shooting

6. Unscrew set screw (#1) with hex wrench (#32)
in a counter-clockwise direction, remove

handle (#2), and unscrew handle flange (#4)
with o-ring (#95). See diagram for visual. s
7
7. Insert brass valve body (#10) through the far left 183%

hole (hot water side) from underneath. Place
silicone sealant beneath the handle flange (#4)
and tighten it onto brass valve body (#10) from

above.

Please Note: Don’t forget the position the
o-ring (#5) under the spout flange (#4). Hand
tighten gasket assembly (#6) and lock nut (#7)
from underneath, then tighten but do not over
tighten. Hint-Easier to do with a second person
holding the faucet in place while first person

tightens the faucet. Install handle (#2) and fix it -
with set screw (# 1) with hex wrench (#32) in a 7 '
clockwise direction, and install index(hot) (#33). 2

Repeat the same process for the right hole
(cold water side). See diagram for visual.

8. From the bottom, screw the connect hose (#37)
onto brass valve body (#29) and brass valve body
(hot waterside) (#10). Hand tighten and then use

an adjustable wrench to anchor the fitting and a
second wrench to tighten the nut. Do not over
tighten. Please repeat for the cold water side.
Please Note: Do not remove the customer
service tag with the model number and phone
number as this will be helpful if you need

assistance in the future.

Q. Forinstallation without hand-held shower, please

skip step 8 and step 9 and go to step 10 directly.
Unscrew plastic lock nut (#44) and washer (#43)
from shower holder (#42).

Place silicone sealant beneath the shower
holder (#42) and install through the far right

side hole (See diagram). Tighten the washer (#43)
and plastic lock nut (#44) but do not over tighten.

10. Slide the pull-out hose (#45) through the hole. ®
Screw the pull-out hose (#45) onto the brass valve 40
body (#29) on the faucet. Hand tighten and then ? /
use an adjustable wrench to tighten. Do not over
tighten. Hand tighten hand-held shower (#40) to
pull-out hose (#4595).

Please Note: Don't forget to position the washer (#46)
and washer (#47) between connections. See diagram
for visual.

11. Use flexible stainless steel supply lines-sold separately.
Screw these onto the inlet shanks on the bottom of brass
valve body (#10) .Typically the cold water supply is on
the right and the hot water supply is on the left.

12. Apply teflon tape onto the threads of the
faucet water shut offs in a clockwise direction.
Tighten the water supply lines onto the water
supply shut offs. Please be sure to connect the
cold water line to the cold water shut off
(Typically on the right) and the hot water
supply line to the hot water shut off (Typically
on the left).

13. After installing faucet, turn on the hot and cold
water shut offs. Check for leaks. Turn on the
faucet handle for one minute to flush the debris
from the faucet. Turn off the faucet.
